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DEFEND OUR PENSIONS

UNISON members in local government have voted overwhelmingly to defend pensions. By 8:1 in the
consultative ballot, UNISON members demand industrial action to defeat an increased retirement age of
65, and to retain the final salary scheme. Public-sector workers are being attacked across the board — the
NHS, fire-fighters, civil servants, teachers, etc. The UNISON leadership must move swiftly to organise
industrial action, in co-ordination with other public-sector trade unions. A one-day public sector strike,
especially before the General Election, would shake New Labour to the foundations.
